A SPECIAL court on Tuesday
granted bail to builder Sanjay
Chhabria of Radius Group, ar-
rested by the Enforcement
Directorate (ED)in 2022, in con-
nection with a Yes Bank loan
case. The court passed its judge-
ment after observing there
were no chances of animmedi-
ate commencement to the trial.
Chhabria had been arrested
on June 7,2022, by the CBl ina
related case. His was subse-
quently taken into custody by
the ED too. As per law, the trial
in cases filed by the ED and the
predicate offence which a
money laundering case is based
on have to continue simultane-
ously. Chhabria’s lawyers had
submitted that since the
Bombay High Court gave direc-
tions on July 10, the CBland ED
cases could not be proceeded
withuntil further orders.
Special Judge A C Daga said
that the ED had submitted that
the probe agency has moved
High Court in the CBI matter to
take steps to proceed in the case.
"The fact remains that till
date, inspite of submissions of
the learned Counsel for the ED
before the Hon'ble Bombay
High Court, trial could not have
commenced and the matter has
been kept pending. It is a fact

that, there are no chances about
immediate commencement of
the trial and no time frame can
be made for conclusion of the
trial considering the volumi-
nous records as well as num-
bers of witnesses in the matter,”
the special court said in its or-
der granting bail to Chhabria.
The builder, through his
lawyers Vikram Chaudhariand
Sajal Yadav, had submitted that
the accused has a right to a
speedy trial. They said that the
probe in the ED's case is still
pendingand that it has cited 31
witnesses, while there are more
than200 witnesses in the CBI's

women and climate change unveiled in Mumbai

MILES AWAY from Baku, where
world leaders have assembled to
participate in the ongoing COP29
climate conference, a group of
grassroot women leaders and
organisations also gathered ina
small room in Mumbai on
Tuesday to unveil a 'People’s
Charter’, calling for schemes to
empowerand improve women's
livesamid climate change expos-
ingwomentoincreased vulner-
abilities across the state.

From the creation of a
"Gender and Climate Task Force
in the state climate change
council to providing direct

transfer through crop insurance
schemes — the charter has ap-
pealed to political parties toad-
dress women's challenges in
their manifestosand implement
adequate schemes, ahead of the
upcoming state assembly polls.

Curated by the Baimanus
foundation and Resource and
Support Centre for
Development (RSCD), the char-
ter revealed that while
Maharashtra isamongst the top
five states highly vulnerable to
climate change, women, being
the primary caregivers, are even
more vulnerable to climate
change induced events like wa-
ter scarcity and extreme
weatherevents like drought and
floods.

Dr. Kavita Ware, a sarpanch
from Kisal-Pargaon in Thane,
said, "Women are worst hit by
impacts of climate change like
rising dry spells, unseasonal rain
as they have to walk miles fur-
ther to fetch water and spend
longer hours in the field. None
of the policies, however, are cur-
rently thinking of the ground
levelimpacts ithas onwomen."

Eyeing to address women's
duressand improve their repre-
sentation in decision making
committees at local and state
levels, the charter released on
Tuesday has appealed to politi-
cal parties to address unique
challenges faced by women in
light of climate change.
Categorised in seven themes,

the charter has called for gen-
dered climate action plans,
mate resilient housing, social
safety nets, inclusive planning
and biodiversity conservation.
To aid implementation of
gender-equity measures in the
state climate action plan, the
charter has floated proposals for

tions have appealed for support
for climate resilient farming
methodsand ensuringaccess to
food, cleanwaterand sanitation.

Seeking to improve social
safety nets, the charter has also
appealed for schemes like Fasal
Bima Yojana, which will directly
transfer funds to bank accounts
