Outlook for Debt

Indian equity markets ended flat in October 2016. FIIs turned net sellers in October after a period of 7 

months. They sold $632mn in October. Cumulatively, they are net buyers of $6.9bn for the year. Domestic 

institutions remained net buyers for the month. They bought $1.2bn in October. Cumulatively, they are net 

buyer of $1.4bn for the year.

At a 15.3 multiple of FY18 earnings, markets are trading below their 15 year average. Investors in equity 

funds can expect significant gains in long-term with higher growth in corporate earnings.

The 10 year government bond yield moved from 6.82 per cent to 6.79 per cent in the month. 

We expect the 10 year G-sec yield to be in the range of 6.6 per cent to 6.85 per cent in the near term. The 

corporate bond yields are expected to trail the G-sec market with a spread of 30-50 basis points. 

Investors in bond funds will gain significantly with bond yields coming down further.
